Kenyon, our historian.
Over the years 1981-
2016, there have been
many Best of Show
(BOS) winners at PAG
juried shows including
John Peisley and John
Edens who won three
times and Judy Jones,
Marge DiSalvio, Emily
Yee, Jane O’Brien,
Constance Mauro,
JoElle Mileo-
Cunningham, Roland
Stevens, and Jan
Davidson with two wins.
They worked in a variety
of media such as two in
oils, two in pastels, three
in watercolor, one in
mixed media and one in
monoprint (1 not listed).
However the Best of
Show was surely Joan
Foss, artist in oils, who
took her first BOS in the
20th Annual in 1983-84
and the last in the 38th
Annual in 2010. Foss
who died in October
2014, was Best of Show
nine times, certainly a
record that is not likely
to be broken.
