Kristin started her career as an artist working for a newspaper in 1998 and came
across a forensic artist job advertisement in the Democrat and Chronicle
newspaper, applied and got the job. She then attended the FBI Academy for
Forensic Facial Imaging training class to learn how to create facial
approximations of unidentified individuals using models of their skulls and other
features. Kristin also worked on creating post mortem sketches and skull
reconstruction. Kristin used off white thick paper for her sketches.

Skull Reconstruction - the skull is a blueprint. You can tell if it's a male or female
by the jaw. Eye orbits and nose provides clues about race. She used 21 tissue
markers (cut pieces of eraser) that are glued to the skull that gives the face a
shape. Many different measurements of the skull indicate the size and width of
the nose, the mouth and lips. Unfortunately, there are no indicators for the size
and position for the ears.

Kristin also worked on the on loan to the
Rochester MAG, currently in storage, which was x-rayed and from that, she
created a face composite.
