Barb works out the designs on the computer and
then prints them out photographically and then creates collages with the
photographs. She has painstakingly determined the exact angles to take a
square and break it into any number of subsquares that can be replicated to
neighboring squares. And, when she fills each fractional subsquare a different

color and then replicates these squares across her canvas, she has created her
artwork!
